We will visit the Sacred Valley of the Incas, having a special meeting with the inhabitants of the Mollakas community, who populate the ancient Inca
territories. We will learn about their ancestral techniques of agronomy, learning from their traditional knowledge in the management of the cultivation
of potatoes, corn and their land rotation systems, which transmitted from generation to generation until today. Afterwards, we will visit the circular
platforms of Moray and Ollantaytambo.

DAY 1. CUSCO — MOLLAKAS

Departure time: 09:00-09:15 am

Duration: 7 hours approximately

Departure from your Hotel to the Sacred Valley of the Incas. We will visit the community of Moray or Maras where we will find the Yachags, wise men
in the management of agricultural crops in the Andes. Afterwards, the visitors will accompany the people of the community of Moray to work in the
land, in order to participate in the agricultural activity according to the time of year. Visitors will be able to know the connection of man and Andean
agriculture inherited from their ancestors, using ancestral tools such as chaquitaclla, cuti, pick and others. The explanation and demonstration in each
of the processes seeks to involve the visitor in a direct experience with the mother earth or Pachamama and to understand the relationship of the
people with the Andean universe that surrounds them. After lunch in the community, the community will teach us how to make the most popular
drink in the Andes: Chicha, used by Peruvian ancestors. In the evening, you will enjoy a delicious dinner in the community of Moray.

Overnight: Rural House of Maras or Moray Community (Lamay)

Included: lunch in dinner in Moray Community

DAY 2. MOLLAKAS-MORAY-OLLANTAYTAMBO

Departure from Mollakas to Moray: 09:00 am

Duration: 8 hours approximately

Departure from the community of Mollakas to the archaeological site of Moray. In this town, we will visit the archaeological complex of Moray, used
by the Incas as an agricultural research center for the experimentation of crops at different altitudes, containing a depth of more than 100m. After
visiting the archaeological complex, we will go to the salt mines of Maras.

Afterwards, we will visit the town of Ollantaytambo where we will know its urban development and its majestic Archaeological Center, which is
associated with Inca astronomy and architectural work in stone. In Ollantaytambo, we will be able to appreciate how the ancient Peruvians were able

to move huge stones from one mountain to another. Transfer to the hotel in Ollanta, Urubamba or Cusco.
